Because the prior motions and Yahoo!’s renewed motion, in which Facebook now joins, 

have been fully briefed and because the Court has scheduled oral argument on Yahoo!’s renewed 

motion and the Renewed Motion to Sever or Dismiss filed by eBay, Netflix, Office Depot, and 

Staples (Dkt.
